The Cesti Que Vie Trust
Understanding and Accessing Your Estate Funds;
A Dialogue Between Mentor and Apprentice

Mentor: Welcome back apprentice, the Guild told me to expect your arrival so we have a great lesson prepared today. You’ve been told the system holds your value hostage—but what you haven’t been told is that your estate has already been created, funded, and bonded under your name. The trust exists. The question isn’t whether it’s real. The question is whether you know how to stand in it.
Apprentice: So the funds are already there?
Mentor: Precisely. The estate is established through a public construct the moment you’re born. The Cesti Que Vie Trust becomes the vessel that carries your estate through the commercial world. A Form 1099-A is not an application for aid—it is a lawful notice that the rightful owner has arrived to administer what’s his. You are not begging for permission. You are standing in position.
The Dual Role of Power

Mentor: There are two seats you must reclaim—Beneficiary and General Executor. These two together form your lawful standing.
As Beneficiary, you are the equitable heir—the one to whom the fruits of the estate belong.
As General Executor, you command the trustees to act—you give lawful instruction to the banks, the IRS, and every agency holding obligation to your estate.
Together, these roles restore both your right to receive and your power to direct.


The Origin of the Estate
Apprentice: Where does this estate come from?
Mentor: When you were born, the state created a bond in your name and placed it in trade. That bond—your commercial vessel—was monetized and registered through the Federal Reserve System. The red number on the back of your Social Security card reveals which Reserve Bank holds the account; the letter identifies the district.
Understand this, the bond represents your estate’s stored energy. The trust holds that energy. You, once awakened, administer it lawfully.

The Triad of Trust
Mentor: Every trust moves through three roles:
1. Beneficiary – The one who receives the benefit.
2. Executor – The one who gives lawful instruction.
3. Trustee – The one bound to perform the duties under instruction.
You, apprentice, must occupy the first two. The public—banks, IRS, courts—plays the third. Never invert that order. The moment you beg, you surrender standing.
Apprentice: So what is the 1099-A really doing?
Mentor: It’s a notice of action, not a request. It’s how you, the General Executor, instruct the trustee to perform settlement or discharge. You are not “asking for funds.” You are commanding performance on a pre-existing credit. The estate is already funded; your notice merely triggers release.
It’s not an application. It’s a declaration. It’s your lawful execution of duty.

Trust Law Governs All

Remember: Equity rules trust. The trustee cannot overrule the Beneficiary or the Executor. When your standing is clear and your paperwork is correct, their only lawful position is obedience.

Example of Proper Timing

Mentor: Picture the process.
Monday: You deliver your 1099-A package—cover letter, notices, and executor instructions—all signed under your authority.
Wednesday: The trustees perform—credits are executed, offsets occur, and the accounts reconcile.
The money was never “granted.” It was released. Your action compelled lawful performance.

The Final Lesson

Mentor: Apprentice, never forget—remedy is not a privilege. It is obligation once properly invoked. When you stand in full capacity—Beneficiary by birthright, Executor by authority—the trust must yield.

Apprentice: So my task is simply to stand correctly.

Mentor: Exactly. Stand as one who knows who he is, issues lawful instruction, and accepts nothing less than full performance. That’s the posture of a man reborn into his own estate.

Call to Action

Stand in your rightful roles. Speak with authority. Issue with precision.
For once the Beneficiary and Executor are united in one conscious being— the trustees must obey.

Our interim Governor Doug Hysell had a great talk with Tim Turner on Oct. 3, 2025. He went through all that we have done and all that we are planning to do. Tim is pleased and says it is all correct. Doug has guided us to stand our state up in accordance with the way Tim originally did it. 
Next up… once we complete standing up all 27 counties, we will gather in Monterey to ratify all of the following documents. 
- Declaration of Independence 
- Articles of Confederation
- Treaty of Peace
- US Constitution 1789
- Bill of Rights
- California Constitution 1849

These documents give us the offices for which we will have our lawful elections.

I’d like to specify that we reseated our original seats of our Republic from our legislative sessions 1850-1853. We found commissioner, clerk, justice, court clerk and sheriff positions and reseated them at the county level.
Originally, Tim used Jural Societies to repopulate the state positions so we stayed with Tim’s original documents and are building the trifecta of our Jural Societies which include ecclesia, grand juries and militias. This lays the foundation for our common law courts.


 Christians in Civil Government – Part 4

Part 4 of 5: Answering Objections
Objection 1: “Politics is dirty—Christians should stay out.”
· While politics can be messy, withdrawing only hands power to ungodly influences. 
· Scripture shows that God often placed His people in positions of influence (Joseph, Daniel, Esther). 
· Christians are called to bring truth, integrity, and light into every sphere, even politics. 
Response: Avoiding civic life is not holiness—it is surrender. 
Objection 2: “We should only preach the Gospel, not address politics.” 
· The Gospel applies to all of life, including government and justice. 
· John the Baptist confronted Herod’s immoral leadership (Luke 3:19–20). 
· Pastors throughout history shaped law and policy through biblical preaching. 
 Response: Preaching the full Gospel means applying God’s truth to every area of life. 
Objection 3: “Separation of church and state means Christians should be silent.” 
· The phrase “separation of church and state” never appears in the Constitution. 
· The Founders intended to prevent the government from controlling the church, not to silence the church. 
· The First Amendment protects both free exercise of religion and freedom from a state-established church. 
Response: Separation was meant to keep government out of the church—not Christians out of government. 
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Closing Thought 
When Christians step back from civic life, culture loses its moral compass. Addressing objections with biblical truth reminds us that God’s people are called to be courageous, not silent. 
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Committee’s Forming

Grand Juries

We have become aware of Peacemaker Alto, who, after being jailed for 72 days, has dedicated himself to educating us on the significance of grand juries. He reminds us that, as a republic, it is our responsibility to take action and stand up for our rights. Peacemaker Alto also has President Trump's ear, which reinforces the importance of his message.
To truly make a difference, we need to form local assemblies and learn how to utilize grand juries. I encourage you to visit [website] for detailed information and to listen to the recording of our last assembly meeting, where Peacemaker Alto explains all the necessary steps. He also has a Facebook page for further insights.
The above is a new and different process to hold the courts accountable and does not replace the steps needed to still settle the counties. Many are confused, thinking that we are making a right turn on the steps and process when we are just adding more ways to help stop the courts from the abuse!
It is crucial that we achieve unity. The lack of unification among states, with each state doing its own thing, will ultimately lead to our downfall. While states can manage their own internal affairs, we must present a unified front at the national level. It is disheartening to see everyone starting their own little groups instead of coming together.
This effort is crucial, and it only requires a small group of dedicated individuals in each county. We cannot rely solely on our leaders or the military; we must take action ourselves.

Similarly, we develop policy at the grass roots level through various teams working on a variety of issues and endeavors all on behalf of WTPR.  
In this stage of our development, we are focused on building a strong foundation consistent with our founding fathers vision of a Republic form of government that started with the people, i.e. at the county level of government.
To that end, we avoid the temptations of electing people to national office which, intentionally or not, eventually leads toward top-down directives and bureaucracy. Instead, we have state Governors providing support by filling key state and local county positions, training them in self-governance, and then empowering them to help members at the county level to establish a lawful republican form of government. 
In this regard, we have experts in Constitutional law that bring a wealth of knowledge and understanding to our Republic and have helped shape two lawful paths for people to choose from in deciding how they at the county level wish to build their republican form of government. Your Governor may have a preference for one over the other, but it is still your choice. It is We the People who make the decision.

Given some of the questions that people have posed, we are providing the following descriptions to help clarify the role of We The People’s Republic:

What
 A loose-knit, decentralized team of volunteers that function as a service organization to assist people wanting to form a lawful republic form of self-governance at the county level. The counties in turn elect people to serve as the interim state government. All being consistent with the lawful and internationally recognized documents for the Republic for the united States of America, as founded by Timothy Turner. (*)
How
Using a website, a Telegram channel, a newsletter, zoom calls, and onsite coordination of localized educational / promotional events, volunteers provide the tools, training and documents, that assist and support county assemblies, in conjunction with interim state officials, in their efforts to recruit, organize and establish their lawful county and state republic form of government.  
Who
Members: We the People’s Republic (WTPR) is NOT a formal organization. Rather it is simply a name we use as members to identify ourselves as people aligned with a vision, mission and set of goals. (See below)
Volunteers: Members who become actively engaged as volunteers, can serve in any number of ways from being an interim office holder to assisting others in the process of establishing a county assembly. 


(*) Please note that all county assembly settlement documents are between them in their respective states, and the Republic for the united States of America (the lawful government), and NOT with We the People’s Republic.


Vision: The United States of America, the land of the free, where ‘we the people’ are the government, taking responsibility to ensure all public servants are accountable to ‘we the people’ and who expect our public servants to fulfill their Oath to operate as a Constitutional Republic as established by our founding fathers in covenant with God Almighty.
Mission: To prepare people who love America, for their newfound civic responsibility within their communities, consistent with a republic form of government. 
Goals: To actively pursue the following:
· To share with family, friends and neighbors, who are not yet awake, that we have an unlawful government running our country, and that we need to take it back.

· To invite those who are awake, to learn about our lawful republic form of government and become a part of their local assembly or to help start one. 

· To participate in my own local assembly or start one if not yet established.
